2. \.v'eo.ther heo.d - Mounted within 12 Inches of top of pole.

3. Co.ble stro.ps - \.v'lthln 12 Inches of weo. therheo.d o.nd Meter
socket o.nd a. t lea.st every 2 feet In between.

4. Entro.nce - SE/U type co.ble #2/0 copper or #4/0 o.luMinuM, or

lndlvlduo.l wires In 2 Inch Rigid or PVC conduit.

5. 2 inch hub with weo.therproof connector.

6. Meter socket, single pho.se, rlngless, three wire (with
grounding lug), 600 volt, 200 o.Mpere ro. ting, Mounted
between 4 feet 6 inches o.nd 6 feet o.bove ground line.

7. Use one 2 Inch x 8 Inch nipple, (4) 2 Inch lock nuts,
o.nd one 2 Inch grounded bushing o.nd one bushing.

8. 200 AMp Mo.In disconnect, weo. therproof enclosure.

9. No.tiono.l Electric Code o.pproved connector o.nd Mo.terio.ls.

10. Service wire - Use direct bury #2/0 Copper or #4/0 o.luMlnuM,

for o.ll tro.ller o.nd sub-fed po.nel lnsto.llo. tlons. Two (2) wires will
be used for grounding electrico.l po.nel box. A reduced neutro.l

is o.ccepto.ble This will Mo.ke up a. four (4) wire circuit. This is

in o.ccordo.nce with the NEC Articles 250-23, 550-5 o.nd 550-23.

11. Ground wire - #4 bo.re copper. (See note below.)

12. Two bronze ground rod clo.Mps.

13. Two 5/8 In. x 8 foot copper-clo.d ground rods - MlnlMUM
8 feet a.po.rt. Ground rods to be driven below ground line.

NOTE: lteMs 6, 7, & 8, co.n be substituted with a. coMbino. tion 

Meter / disconnect unit. 

Note: Ground wire to be connected to ground buss in breo.ker 
po.nel o.nd connect to the two ground rods with 
one continuous wire. If using coMbino. tion unit, one 
grounding point in disconnect section is perMissible.
